· Adopt-A-Street Program: presented by Kyle Mizell

JuNO will give the city a 2 year commitment to clean up a one mile (minimum) area 4 times a year.  The city will supply everything needed to clean up the streets, repaint curbs, house numbers, and storm drains. The program is pretty extensive and included a plant purchase program. Kyle estimated that between 44th Ave SW to Fauntaleroy and between Edmonds and Oregon Streets would be sufficient mileage.  

Kyle will complete the application process and consult with Erica on the verbiage and placement of 2 signs, which the city will put up giving JuNO recognition for these efforts.

· Early Design Review for 90 unit project at 4502 42nd Ave SW scheduled for 10/11/07 at 6:30, Southwest Precinct

· Multifamily Zoning Update: Public open house on 10/15/07 5:30 –8:30 pm Seattle City Hall.

· Mayor’s Proposal to Raise SEPA Threshold under consideration by City Council. Comments should be sent to Councilmember Peter Steinbrueck at peter.steinbrueck@seattle.gov.  Recommendations given to copy in Sally.clark@seattle.gov.

· Allocating Water Taxi funds totaling $1.8 million to either the Seacrest Pier or an alternative location at Pier 2, located on Port property closer to Spokane St.  Erica is hoping to obtain contact information for all of us to communicate our preference and will email that information out as soon as possible

· Status of Project at 4515-4525 41st Ave SW: this is at least 2 years out according to the property owner. They are still looking to build a 35-40 unit condo building on the site.

· Junction Holiday Activities: guest speaker Susan Melrose

Susan’s group, Home Town Holidays in conjunction with the business association is in the early planning stages of these events. Lighting ceremony is scheduled for Saturday, December 1st followed by hayrides and santa photos on Sunday December 2nd.  JuNO will be participating in some way. Perhaps by serving cocoa Saturday evening.  

· Blockwatch Organizing: presented by Tatjana Stankovic

Tatjana has tentatively scheduled a meeting for a Blockwatch presentation on October 16, 2007 (Update – this meeting will be rescheduled for mid/late November so we have time for outreach in the neighborhood) in which everyone is welcome to attend. She will flyer or communicate with residence of the 4500 block of 41st and 40th Ave SW as well as the residence of the alley to find out how many residents are interested in participation. This program serves to not only increase the safety of the neighborhood but also emergency preparedness. Because of the density of households on this block 3 captains would be ideal. That is roughly 1 captain for every 20-30 households.  If October 16 is too close to rally neighbors to attend, the meeting may be rescheduled.
