· Support and promote small locally-owned and controlled businesses as well as business development within the Junction Urban Village commercial core that is in keeping with the West Seattle Junction Neighborhood Plan and is in character with both the historic fabric and best future interests of the neighborhood.
Membership:

Each residential owner within the Junction Urban Village Hub has the right to be a member, to attend meetings, vote, run for office and receive any and all rights and privileges granted to other members.  Tenants and business owners and representatives of businesses from within the Urban hub may attend general meetings but do not have voting rights and may neither run for nor hold office.
